Though harvesting ice is not a new concept, recently it has been considered in a way.
Scientists have been studying this idea of harvesting ice as a possible solution to the problem
of the world’s dwindling fresh water supply.

In Britain, the average young person now spends more money on games each year than on

HOW TO AVOID TEEN TANTRUMS ON HOLIDAY!

Sarah Tucker has been interviewing lots of teenagers for her new book. Here, with the
school holidays upon us, she tells you what it takes to have a family holiday that doesn’t end
in tears. Given the choice, teenagers prefer not to go on holiday with their parents. According
to more than 1,500 parents and teenagers I've interviewed over the past twelve months for my
next book, the concept of the happy family holiday appears to go wrong when the child reaches
adolescence.

Desmond Morris, an expert on human behavior, says, “At this age, teenagers are starting to
assert their independence. They may begin to resent help from their parents, seeing it as
interference. And, above all, they like to be among their peers - especially on holiday.” He
adds: “There are additional tensions on holiday when families are brought together for a long
period of time and, just like at Christmas, there is an expectation of everyone enjoying

themselves without having to work at it, only it doesn’t always happen that way.”

So what does work with teenagers on holiday? Specific countries as well as holiday options
proved more popular than others. Italy is becoming the most popular destination for
teenagers, closely followed by Australia and Canada. The popularity of these countries
appears to be as much to do with the personality and culture of the people as the location and
facilities on site. “The people are lively and laid-back”, commented one fifteen-year-old, who
had just returned from a two-week break with his family. “I met a group of Italian teenagers
from Bologna and we would go down to the beach every evening and play guitars till dark.
The campsite was on the beach, so parents knew where we were and what we were doing.”

An option many of those families I interviewed had tried included going with another family
who also had teenage children. One mother explained that this only works if the teenagers as well

as the adults are compatible. Personality clashes may make tense situations worse.
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Some 90% of those teenagers I spoke to prefer the guarantee of sunshine and heat.
Teenagers enjoy the beach, as long as they are surrounded by their peers. Their new
companions do not have to be of the same sex or even the same nationality - the main
criterion appears to be that they are of the same age. Get the teenagers to take a friend with
them, so that they can go out by themselves. More than 80% of teenagers interviewed
preferred an outdoor adventure of to some sort on holiday. There are many activity holidays
which acted to teenagers, but choose a location which is exotic, if you have the budget. Some
resorts offer discounts for teenagers.

A resounding 99% of the teenagers I spoke to recommended package holidays, particularly
where you stay at a specially-designed resort, like Club Med. However, parents felt they
were a bit too controlled, and they didn’t see enough of their children. The beauty of Club
Med (or similar style) holidays is that you can do as little or as much as you want. Typical
activities include horse-riding, football training - and there’s even a circus school at one
Club Med resort!

Most teenagers thought that the other side of the world was more interesting than anything
to be found in Europe. And the destination on most wish lists was Australia. Those who had
visited Down Under claimed it was the best holiday they had ever experienced, with or
without their parents. Teenagers might visit later, in their gap year, so why not see what it’s
like before they go by themselves.

A final word on holidays to avoid. A big thumbs down from teenagers for walking, fishing
or cycling holidays. Or any holiday with “leisurely” mentioned anywhere in the brochure.
And if you are planning a holiday to improve your teenagers’ minds, forget it. They reject any
holiday that claims to be cultural, romantic, scenic or relaxing. Wherever you decide to go this
year, l hope you all enjoy it- as a family!

The goal of internet-based encyclopedia Wikipedia (www.wikipedia.org) is to give
everyone on the planet access to information. Like other encyclopedias, Wikipedia contains
lots of information: more than 2.5 million articles in 200 different languages covering just
about every subject. Unlike other encyclopedias, however, Wikipedia is not written by
experts, but by ordinary people. These writers are not paid and their names are not published.
They contribute to Wikipedia simply because they want to share their knowledge.

Encyclopedias began in ancient times as collections of writings about all aspects of human
knowledge. The word itself comes from ancient Greek, and means “a complete general
education”. Real popularity for encyclopedias came in the nineteenth century in Europe and
the United States, with the publication of encyclopedias written for ordinary readers. With the
invention of the CD-ROM, the same amount of information could be put on a few computer
discs. Then with the Internet, it became possible to create an online encyclopedia that could be
constantly updated, like Microsoft’s Encarta. However, even Internet-based encyclopedias like
Encarta were written by paid experts. At first, Wikipedia, the brainchild of Jimmy Wales, a
busi.nessmaﬁ in Chicago, was not so different from these. In 2001, he had the idea for an
Internet-based encyclopedia that would provide information quickly and easily to everyone.
Furthermore, that information would be available free, unlike other Internet encyclopedias at
that time.

But Wales, like everyone else, believed that people with special knowledge were needéd to
write the articles, and so he began by hiring expert. He soon changed his approach, however,

as it took them a long time to finish their work. He decided to open up the encyclopedia in a
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radical new way, so that everyone would have access not only to the information, but also to
the process of putting this information online. To do this, he used what is known as “Wiki”
software (from the Hawaiian word for “fast”), which allows users to create or alter content on
web page. The system is very simple: When you open the web site, you can simply search for
information or you can log on to become a writer or editor of articles. If you find an article
that interests you — about your hometown, for example — you can correct it or expand it. This

process goes on until no one is interested in making any more changes.

Perhaps it was his own lack of adequate schooling that inspired Horace Mann to work so
hard for the important reforms in education that he accomplished. While he was still a boy,
his father and older brother died, and he became responsible for supporting his family. Like
mfost of the children in his town, he attended school only two or three months a year. Later,
with the help of several teachers, he was able to study law and became a member of the
Massachusetts bar, but he never forgot those early struggles.

While serving in Massachusetts legislature, he signed a historic education bill that set up a
state board of education. Without regret, he gave up his successful legal practice and political
career to become the first secretary of the board. There he exercised an enormous influence
during the critical period of reconstruction that brought into existence the American graded
elementary school as substitute for the older distinct school system. Under his leadership, the
curriculum was restructured, the school year was increased to a minimum of six months,
and mandatory schooling was extended to age sixteen. Other important reforms included the
establishment of state normal schools for teacher training, institutes for in-service teacher
education, and lyceums for adult education.

Psychologists have debated a long time about whether a child’s upbringing can give it the
ability to do outstandingly well. Some think that it is impossible to devellop genius and say

that it is simply something a person is born with. Others, however, argue that the potential for
great achievement can be developed. The truth lies somewhere between these two extremes.

It seems very obvious that being born with the right qualities from gifted parents will
increase a child’s ability to do well. However, this ability will be fully realized only with the
right upbringing and opportunities. As one psychologist says,” To have a fast car, you need
both a good engine and fuel.” Scientists have recently assessed intelligence, achievement,
and ability in 50 sets of identical twins that were separated shortly after birth and brought up
by different parents. They found that achievement was based on intelligence, - and later

influenced by the child’s environment.
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One case involving very intelligent twins was quoted. One of the twins received a normal
upbringing, and performed well. The other twin, however, was brought up by extremely
supportive parents and given every possible opportun;fy to develop its abilities. That twin,
though starting out with the same degree of intelligence as the other, performed even better.

This case reflects the general principle of intelligence and ability. The more favorable the
environment, the more a child’s intelligence and ability are developed. However, there is no
link between intelligence and socioeconomic level of a child’s family. In other words, it does
not matter how poor or how rich a family is, as this does not affect the intelligence. Gifted
people cannot be created by supportive parents, but they can be developed by them. One
professor of music said that outstanding musicians usually started two or three years earlier
than ordinary performers, often because their parents had recognized their ability. These
musicians then needed at least ten years’ hard work and training in order to reach the level

they were capable of attaining. People who want to have very gifted children are given the

- Marry an intelligent person.

~ Allow children to follow their own interests rather than the interests of the parents.
~ Start a child’s education early but avoid pushing the child too hard.

Water scarcity is fast becoming one of the major limiting factors in world crop production.
In many areas, poor agricultural practices have led to increasing desertification and the loss of
formerly arable lands. Cbnsequently, those plants species that are well adapted to survival in
dry climates are being looked at for an answer in developing more efficient crop to grow on
marginally arable lands.

Plants use several mechanisms to ensure their survival in desert environments. Some involve
purely mechanical and physical adaptations, such as the shape of the plant’s surface, smaller

In the world today, particularly in the two most industrialized areas, North America and
Europe, recycling is big news. People are talking about it, practicing it, and discovering new
ways to be sensitive to the environment. Recycling means finding ways to use products a

second time. The motto of the recycling movement is “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle”.

The first step is to reduce garbage. In stores, a shopper has to buy products in blister packs,
boxes and expensive plastic wrappings.

Until recently, most American entrepreneurs were men. Discrimination against women in
business, the demands of caring for families, and lack of business training had kept the
number of women entrepreneurs small. Now, however, businesses owned by women account
for more than $40 billion in annual revenues, and this figure is likely to continue rising
throughout the 1990s. As Carolyn Doppelt Gray, an official of the Small Business
Administration, has noted, "The 1970s was the decade of women entering management, and
the 1980s turned out to be the decade of the woman entrepreneur”. What are some of the
factors behind this trend? For one thing, as more women earn advanced degrees in business
and enter the corporate world, they are finding obstacles. Women are still excluded from most
executive suites. Charlotte Taylor, a management consultant, had noted, "In the 1970s women
believed if they got an MBA and worked hard they could become chairman of the board. Now
they've found out that isn't going to happen, so they go out on their own".

In the past, most women entrepreneurs worked in "women's" fields: cosmetics and

clothing, for example. But this is changing. Consider ASK Computer Systems, a $22-million-a-
year computer software business. It was founded in 1973 by Sandra Kurtzig, who was then a
housewife with degrees in math and engineering. When Kurtzig founded the business, her
first product was software that let weekly newspapers keep tabs on their newspaper carriers -
and her office was a bedroom at home, with a shoebox under the bed to hold the company's
cash. After she succeeded with the newspaper software system, she hired several bright
computer-science graduates to develop additional programs. When these were marketed and
sold, ASK began to grow. It now has 200 employees, and Sandra Kurtzig owns $66.9 million
of stock.
Of course, many women who start their own businesses fail, just as men often do. They still
face hurdles in the business world, especially problems in raising money; the banking and
finance world is still dominated by men, and old attitudes die hard. Most businesses owned
by women are still quite small. But the situation is changing; thete are likely to be many more
Sandra Kurtzigs in the years ahead.

As the twentieth century began, the importance of formal education in the United States
increased. The frontier had mostly disappeared and by 1910 most Americans lived in towns
and cities. Industrialization and the bureaucratization of economic life combined with a new
emphasis upon credentials and expertise to make schooling increasingly important for
economic and social mobility. Increasingly, too, schools were viewed as the most important

means of integrating immigrants into American society.

In pre-industrial economies, homemaking had
meant the production as well as the consumption of goods, and it commonly included
income-producing activities both inside and outside the home, in the highly industrialized
early-twentieth-century United States, however, overproduction rather than scarcity was
becoming a problem. Thus, the ideal American homemaker was viewed as a consumer rather
than a producer.

An air pollutant is defined as a compound added directly or indirectly by humans to the
atmosphere in such quantities as to affect humans, - animals, vegetation, or materials
adversely. Air pollution requires a very flexible definition that permits continuous change.
When the first air pollution laws were established in England in the fourteenth century, air
pollutants were limited to compounds that could be seen or smelled - a far cry from the
extensive list of harmful substances known today.

In such a
region, human output may be dominant and may temporarily overload the natural
purification scheme of the cycles. The result is an increased concentration of noxious
chemicals in the air. The concentrations at which the adverse effects appear will be greater
than the concentrations that the pollutants would have in the-absence of human activities. The
actual concentration need not be large for a substance to be a pollutant; in fact, the numerical
value ftells us little until we know how much of an increase this represents over the
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concentration that would occur naturally in the area. For example, sulfur dioxide has
* detectable health effects at 0.08 parts per million (ppm), which is about 400 times its natural
level. Carbon monoxide, however, has a natural level of 0.1 ppm and is not usually a pollutant
until its level reaches about 15 ppm.

The modern comic strip started out as ammunition in a newspaper war between giants of '
the American press in the late nineteenth century. The first full-colour comic strip appeared
January 1894 in the New York World, owned by Joseph Pulitzer. The first regular weekly full-
colour comic supplement, similar to today’s Sunday funnies, appeared two years later, in
William Randolph Hearst's rival New York paper, the Morning Journal.

Both were immensely popular and publishers realized that supplementing the news with
comic relief boosted the sale of papers. The Morning Journal started another feature in 1896,
the “Yellow Kid”, the first continuous comic character in the United States, whose creator,
Richard F. Outcault, had been lured away from the World by the ambitious Hearst. The
“Yellow Kid” was in many ways a pioneer. Its comic dialogue was the strictly urban farce that
came to characterize later strips, and it introduced the speech balloon inside the strip, usually
placed above the characters’ heads.

The first strip to incorporate all the elements of later comics was Rudolph Dirks’s
“Katzenjammer Kids”, based on Wilhelm Busch’s Max and Moritz, a European satire of the
nineteenth century. The “Kids” strip, first published in 1897, served as the prototype for
future American strips. It contained not only speech balloons, but a continuous cast of
characters, and was divided into small regular panels that did away with the larger
panoramic scenes of earlier comics.

Newspaper syndication played a major role in spreading the popularity of comic strips
throughout the country. Though weekly colored comics came first, daily black-and-white
strips were not far behind. The first appeared in the Chicago American in 1904. It was
followed by many imitators, and by 1915 black-and-white comic strips had become a staple of
daily newspapers around the country.

Visitors to Prince Edward Island, Canada, delight in the ‘unspoiled’ scenery - the well-kept
farms and peaceful hamlets of the island’s central core and the rougher terrain of the east and

west. In reality, the island ecosystems are almost entirely artificial.
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Islanders have been tampering with the natural environment since the eighteenth century
and long ago broke down the Island’s natural forest cover to exploit its timber and much clear
land for agriculture. By 1900, 80 percent of the forest had been cut down and much of what
remained had been destroyed by disease. Since then, however, some farmland has been
abandoned and has returned to forest through the invasion of opportunist species, notably
spruce. Few examples of the original climax forest, which consisted mostly of broadleaved
trees such as maple, birch, and oak, survive today.

Apart from a few stands of native forest, the only authentic habitats on Prince Edward
Island are its sand dunes and salt marshes. The dunes are formed from sand washed ashore
by waves and then dried and blown by the wind to the land beyond the beach. The sand is
prevented from spreading farther by marram grass, a tall long-rooted species that grows with
the dunes and keeps them remarkably stable. Marram grass acts as a windbreak and allows
other plants such as beach pea and bayberry to take hold. On dunes where marram grass is
broken down, for instance, where it is trampled -the dunes may spread inland and inundate
agricultural lands or silt up fishing harbors. The white dunes of the north coast are the most
impressive. There are also white dunes on the east and west coasts. Only in the south are there
red dunes, created when the soft sandstone cliffs crumble into the sea and subsequently wash
ashore as red sand. The dunes were once used as cattle pasture but were abandoned as the
early settlers moved inland.

Salt marshes are the second remaining authentic habitat. These bogs are the result of the
flooding of low coastal areas during unusually high tides. In the interval between tides, a
marsh area remains and plants take root, notably cord grass, the ‘marsh hay” used by the early
settlers as winter forage for their livestock. Like the dunes, though, the marshes were soon
dismissed as wasteland and escaped development. -

Although they are an inexpensive supplier of vitamins, minerals, and high quality protein,
eggs also contain a high level of blood cholesterol, one of the major causes of heart disease.
One egg yolk, in fact, contains a little more than two-thirds of the suggested daily cholesterol
Jimit. This knowledge has caused egg sales to plummet in recent years, which in turns has
brought about the development of several alternatives to eating regular eggs. One alternative
is to eat substitute eggs.

These egg substitutes are not really eggs, but they look somewhat like eggs when they are
cooked. They have the advantage of having lower cholesterol rates, and they can be scrambled
or used in baking. One disadvantage, however, is that they are not good for frying, poaching,
or boiling. A second alternative to régular eggs is a new type of egg, sometimes called
“designer” eggs. These eggs are produced by hens that are fed low-fat diets consisting of
ingredients such as canola oil, flax, and rice bran. In spite of their diets, however, these hens
produce eggs that contain the same amount of cholesterol as regular eggs. Yet, the producers
of these eggs claim that eating their eggs will not raise the blood cholesterol in humans.

Eggs producers claim that their product has been portrayed unfairly. They cite scientific
studies to back up their claim. And, in fact, studies on the relationship between eggs and
human cholesterol levels have brought mixed results. It may be that it is not the type of egg
that is the main determinant of cholesterol but the person who is eating the eggs. Some people
may be more sensitive to cholesterol derived from food than other people. In fact, there is
evidence that certain dietary fats stimulate the body's production of blood cholesterol.

Niagara Falls, one of the most famous North American natural wonders, has long been a
popular tourist destination. Tourists today flock to see the two falls that actually constitute
Niagara Falls: the 173-foot Horseshoe Falls on the Canadian side of the Niagara River in the
Canadian province of Ontario and the 182-foot-high American Falls on the US side of the river
in the state of New York.

Most journeys in Britain and the US are made by road. Some of these are made on public
transport but most are by private car.

In Britain many peaple rely on their cars for daily local activities, e.g. getting to work,doing
the shopping, and visting friends. People living in urban areas may use buses, trains or, in
London, the Underground, to get to city centres, mainly because traffic is often heavy and it is
difficult to find anywhere to park a car. Some places in the country may have a bus only two
or three times a week so people living there have no choice but to rely on their cars.

In the US large cities have good public transportation systems. The El railroad in Chicago
and the underground systems of New York, Boston, San Francisco and Washington, DC are
heavily used. Elsewhere, miost Americans prefer to use their cars. Families often have two cars
and, outside major cities, have to drive fairly long distances to schools, offices, banks, ect.
Many college and even high-school students have their own cars.

Long-distance travel in Britain is also mainly by road, though railways link most towns
and cities. Most places are linked by motorways or other fast roads and many people prefer to
* drive (at'their own convenience) rather than use a train, even though they may get stuck in a
traffic jam. Long - distance coach/ bus services are usually a cheaper alternative to trains, but
they take longer and may be less comfortable. Some long-distance travel, especially that
undertaken for businees reasons, may be by air. There are regular flights between regional
airports, as well as to and from London. A lot of freight is also distributed by road, though
heavier items and raw materials often go by rail.

In the US much long-distance travel is by air. America has two main long-distance bus
companies, Greyhound and Trailways. Amtrak, the national network, provides rail services for
passengers. Private railway companies such as Union Pacific now carry only freight, though
in fact over 70% of freight goes by road.

The main problems associated with road transport in both Britain and the US are traffic
congestion and pollution. It is predicted that the number of cars on British roads will increase
by a third within a few years, making both these problems worse. The British govetrunent
would like more people to use public transport, but so far they have had little success in
persuading people to give up their cars or to share rides with neighbours. Most people say
that public transpott is simply not good enough. Americans too have resisted government
requests to share cars because it is less convenient and restricts their freedom. Pestrol/
gasoline is relatively cheap in the US and outside the major cities pulblic tranéport is bad, so

they see no reason to use their car less.

MUSICAL TALENT

Among all the abilities with which an individual may be endowed, musical talent appears
earliest in life. Very young children can exhibit musical precocity for different reasons. Some
develop exceptional skill as a result of a well - designed instructional regime, such as the
Suzuki method for the violin. Some have a good fortune to be born into musical family in a
household filled with music. In a number of intersting cases, musical talent is part of an
otherwise disabling condition such as autism or mental retardation. A musically gifted child
has an inborn talent, however, the extent to which the talent is expressed publicly will
depend upon the environment in which the chlid lives.

Musically gifted children master at an early age the principal elements of music, including
pitch and rhythm. Pitch - or - melody - is more central culteres, for example, in Eastern
societies that make use of tiny quarter - tone interval. Rhythm, sounds produced at certain
auditory frequencies and grouped according to a prescribed system, is emphasized in sub -
Saharan Africa, where the rhythmic ratios can be very complex.

All children have some aptitude for makihg music. During infancy, normal children sing as
well as babble, and they can produce individual sounds and sounds pattern. Infants as young
as two months can match their mother's songs in pitch, loudness, and melodic shape, and
infants at four months can match rhythmic structure as well. Infants are especially
predisposed to acquire these core aspects of music, and they can also engage in sound play
that clearly exhibits creativity.

Individual differences begin to merge in young children as they learn to sing. Some
children can match segments. of a song by the age of two or three. Many others can only
approximate pitch at this age and may still have difficulty in producing accurate melodies by
the age of five or six. However, by the time they reach school age, most children in any culture
have a schema of what a song should be like ang can produce a reasonably accurate imitation
of the songs commonly heard in their environment.
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The early appearance of superior musical ability in some children providence that musical
talent may be separate and unique form of intelligence. There are numerous tales of young
artist who have a remarkable "ear" or extraordinary memory for music and a natural
understanding of musical structure. In many of these cases, the child is average in every other
way but displays an exceptional ability in music. Even the most gifted child, however, takes
about ten year to achieve the levels of performance or composition that would constitue
mastery of the musical sphere.

Every generaﬁon in music history has it famous prodigies - individuals with exceptional
musical powers that emerge at a young age. In the eighteenth century, Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart began coposing and performing at the age of six. As a child, Mozart could play piano
like a adult. He had perfect ptch, and at the age of nine he was also a master of the art of
modulation - transition from one key to another - which became one of the hallmarks of his
style. By the age of eleven, he had composed three symphonies and 30 other major works.
Mozart's well - developed talent was preserved into adulthood.

Unusual musical ability is a regular characteristic of certain anomalies such as autism. In
one case, an autistic girl was able to "Happy Birthday" in the style of various composer,
including Mozart, Beethoven, Verdi, and Schubert. When the girl was three, her mother called
her by playing incomplete melodies, which the child would complete with the appropriate
tone in the proper octave. For the autistic child, music may be the primary mode of
communication, and the child may cling to music because it represent as a haven as a world
that is largely confusing and frightening.

A rather surprising geographical feature of Antarctica is that a huge freshwater lake, one of
the world's largest and deepest, lies hidden there under four kilometers of ice. Now known as
Lake Vostok, this huge body of water is located under the ice block that comprises Antarctica. .
The lake is able to exist in its unfrozen state beneath this block of ice because its waters are
warmed by geothermal heat from the earth’s core. The thick glacier above Lake Vostok
actually insulates it from the frigid temperatures on the surface.

The discovery of such a huge freshwater lake trapped under Antarctica is of interest to the
scientific community because of the potential that the lake contains ancient microbes that
have survived for thousands of years, unaffected by factors such as nuclear fallout and
elevated ultraviolet light that have affected organisms in more exposed areas.

Quite different from storm surges are the giant sea v aves called tsunamis, which derive
their name from the Japanese expression for "high water in a harbor.” These waves are also
referred to by the general public as tidal waves, although they have reiatively little to do with
tides. Scientists often refer to them as seismic sea waves, far more appropriate in that they do
result from undersea seismic activity.

Tsunamis are caused when the sea bottom suddenly moves, during an underwater
earthquake or volcano, for example, and the water above the moving earth is suddenly
displaced. This sudden shift of water sets off a series of waves. These waves can travel great
distances at speeds close to 700 kilometers per hour. In the dpen ocean, tsunamis have little
noticeable amplitude, often no more than one or two meters. It is when they hit the shallow
waters near the coast that they increase in height, possibly up to 40 meters.

Tsunamis often occur in the Pacific because the Pacific is an area of heavy seismic activity.
Two areas of the Pacific well accustomed to the threat of tsunamis are Japan and Hawaii.
Because the seismic activity that causes tsunamis in Japan often occurs on the ocean bottom
quite close to the islands, the tsunamis that hit Japan often come with little warning and can
therefore prove disastrous. Most of the tsunamis that hit the Hawaiian Islands, however,
originate thousands of miles away near the coast of Alaska, so these tsunamis have a much
greater distance to travel and the inhabitants of Hawaii generally have time for warning of
their imminent arrival.

Tsunamis are certainly not limited to Japan and Hawaii. In 1755, Europe experienced a
calamitous tsunami, when movement along the fault lines near the Azores caused a massive
tsunami to sweep onto the Portuguese coast and flood the heavily populated area around
Lisbon.

It is estimated that over 99 percent of all species that ever existed have become extinct.
What causes extinction? When a species is no longer adapted to a changed environment, it
may perish. The exact causes of a species’ death vary from situation to situation. Rapid
ecological change may render an environment hostile to a species. For example, temperatures
may change and a species may not be able to adapt. Food Resources may be affected by
environmental changes, which will then cause problems for a species requiring these
resources. Other species may become better adapted to an environment, resulting in
Eémpetitiort and, ultimately, in the death of a species.
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The fossil record reveals that extinction has occurred throughout the history of Earth.
Recent analyses have also revealed that on some occasions many species became extinct at the
same time - a mass extinction. One of the best-known examples of mass extinction occurred
65 million years ago with the demise of dinosaurs and many other forms of life. Perhaps the
largest mass extinction was the one that occurred 225 million years ago. When approximately
95 percent of all species died, mass extinctions can be caused by a relatively rapid change in
the environment and can be worsened by the close interrelationship of many species. If, for
example, something were to happen to destroy much of the plankton in the oceans, then the
oxygen content of Earth would drop, affection even organisms not living in the oceans. Such a
change would probably lead to a mass extinction.

One interesting, and controversial, finding is that extinctions during the past 250 million
years have tended to be more intense every 26 million years. This periodic extinction might be
due to intersection of the Earth’s orbit with a cloud of comets, but this theory is purely
speculative. Some researchers have also speculated that extinction may often be random. That
is, certain species may be eliminated and others may survive for no particular reason. A
species’ survival may have nothing to do with its ability or inability to adapt. If so, some of
evolutionary history may reflect a sequence of essentially random events.

The first is the broad area of co’mmunication, which includes imparting information by use of
language, communicating with a group or an individual and specialized communication
through performance.

Very few people in thé modern world obtain their food supply by hunting and gathering in
the natural environment surrounding their homes. This method of harvesting from nature’s
provision is the oldest known subsistence strategy and has been practiced for at least the last
two million years. It was, indeed, the only way to obtain food until rudimentary farming and
the domestication of wild animals were introduced about 10,000 years ago.
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Because hunter-gatherers have fared poorly in comparison with their agricultural cousins,
their numbers have dwindled, and they have been forced to live in marginal environments,
such as deserts and arctic wastelands.

Van Gogh was born in Groot Zundert, in The Netherlands on March 30, 1853, to parents
Theodorus Van Gough, a preacher, and Ana Cornelia Carbentus. In 1869 at the age of 16, Van
Gogh began a career, not as a painter, but as an art dealer with the firm Goupil & Cie. He
spent 7 years at Goupil&Cie where daily contacts with works of art kindled his appreciation
of paintings and drawings. Gradually Vincent lost interest in his work and decided to try
his hand teaching at a Catholic School for boys. His growing interest in religion and his
desire to help the poor eventually drove him to become a clergyman. In 1878 he became a
preacher in one of the most impoverished regions in Western Europe: the coal-mining
district of The Borinage in Belgium. Vincent sympathized with the poverty-stricken miners
and gave away most of his food and clothing to ease burdened lives. His extreme
commitment to the miners drew disfavor from the church, which dismissed him of the post.
Vincent however, decided to remain with the miners and began to paint them and their
families, chronicling their harsh conditions.

Soon after, thanks to his brother’s financial help, Vincent decided to go to Brussels in 1880
to begin studies in art. During the next 10 years Vincent painted around 872 paintings. In 1882
Vincent began living with Clasina Maria Hoornik, also known as Sien, and her children, in
The Hague. Their volatile personalities and the strain of living in complete poverty created a
stormy relationship. Vincent was devoted to Sien and her children, but art always came first.
As his drawing and painting skills advanced, his relationship with Sien deteriorated and they
parted ways in September 1883.

In 1886 Vincent moved in with his brother Theo in Paris where he met Paul Gauguin and
various other artists, who had a tremendous impact on his ongoing evolution as an artist.
Never truly happy in large cities, Vincent decided to move to Arles, Provence in the South of
France, where he rented a studio and invited Paul Gaugin to live with him. In December 1888

Vincent experienced a psychotic episode in which he cut off a piece of his left ear. After this
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episode he was in and out of asylums for the next year. It was thought that Van Gogh was
actually epileptic and that is why people thought he had fits of insanity throughout his life.
He painted one of his best-known paintings, Starry Night, during one of his stays in the
asylum. In mid-1890 Vincent left the asylum and spent the last few months of his life in
Auvers, France. On July 27, 1890, Vincent Van Gogh shot himself in the chest. Two days later
he died with his younger brother by his side. He left behind a wonderful array of paintings

that make him one of the most influential painters of our time.

Jazz has been called “the art of expression set to music”, and “America’s great contribution
to music”. It has functioned as popular art and enjoyed periods of fairly widespread public
response, in the “jazz age” of the 1920s, in the “swing era” of the late 1930s and in the peak
popularity of modern jazz in the late 1950s. The standard legend about Jazz is that it
originated around the end of the 19th century in New Orleans and moved up the Mississippi
River to Memphis, St. Louis, and finally to Chicago. It welded together the elements of
Ragtime, marching band music, and the Blues. However, the influences of what led to those
early sounds go back to tribal African drum beats and European musical structures. Buddy
Bolden, a New Orleans barber and cornet player, is generally considered to have been the first
real Jazz musician, around 1891.

What made Jazz significantly different from the other earlier forms of music was the use of
improvisation. Jazz displayed a break from traditional music where a composer wrote an
entire piece of music on paper, leaving the musicians to break their backs playing exactly
what was written on the score. In a Jazz piece, however, the song is simply a starting point, or
sort of skeletal guide for the Jazz musicians to improvise around. Actually, many of the early
Jazz musicians were bad sight readers and some couldn’t even read music at all. Generally

speaking, these early musicians couldn’t make very much money and were stuck working
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menial jobs to make a living. The second wave of New Orleans Jazz musicians included
such memorable players as Joe Oliver, Kid Ory, and Jelly Roll Morton. These men formed
small bands and took the music of earlier musicians, improved its complexity, and gained

greater success. This music is known as “hot Jazz” due to the enormously fast speeds and

rhythmic drive.

A young cornet player by the name of Louis Armstrong was discovered by Joe Oliver in
New Orleans. He soon grew up to become one of the greatest and most successful musicians
of all time, and later one of the biggest stars in the world. The impact of Armstrong and other
talented early Jazz musicians changed the way we look at music.

Whether you call it a "gap year”, a "year out", or a "year off", the decision to delay going to
university for a year after leaving school is a difficult, but important, one. Becky Roberts, now
studying history at the University of Warwick, doesn't regret her decision to take a year off.
"I'd worked so hard for my A levels,” she says. "I knew it would do me good to do something
totally unrelated to studying before embarking on a three-year degree course. My year off
working for my dad's company wasn't a holiday by any means but it was a break from the
world of education, and that's just what I need.” Carl Sanchez agrees now halfway through a
biology degree at Cardiff University. Carl spent much of his gap year traveling. "I worked for
about three months to save up enough money, then went to stay with some friends who live
in France. I ended up traveling round most of Europe, and even got over to Russia for a few
weeks, which was fantastic."

Both Becky and Carl enjoyed their year off, but do they feel it's benefited them in terms of
their university life now? "Definitely,” says Carl. "When I left school, I was a normal, fairly
irresponsible eighteen year-old. I hadn't been anywhere, I hadn't done anything. A year later,
when I went to university, I felt much more like an adult than a child.” "I know a few people
at Warwick who took a year off," says Becky. "Generally, we're more dedicated to our studies
than those students who came straight from school. We've got different priorities. We want to
have fun, of course, but we realize we're here to get our degrees, I don't think some of the
others have quite realized why they're at university yet."

There are drawbacks to taking a gap year, though. Penny Cartwright went straight from
school to study medicine at Imperial College, London. "I thought about taking a gap year but
decided against it and don't regret the decision for a minute. Becoming a doctor takes such a
long time - I'll be about 26 years old before I can start earning any money - that the sooner you
start, the better, in my opinion. It might be fun, but it's really just a wasted year in terms of
career development.”

There's also the financial consideration. If you do decide to take a year off, and you don't
want to work the whole time as Becky did, you have to be able to pay for it. Susan Jenkins, a
Careers Officer, points out that parents are now less likely to fund their child's year off.
"Twenty years ago, it was fairly common for parents to say to their son or daughter, "Here's
two thousand pounds, go and have fun abroad for a few months.” Nowadays, because
parents have to pay so much more for the child's education while they're at university, they

just can't afford to pay for this extra year too."

One option, of course, is to do what Carl did: work for a few months in order to save up for
a trip abroad. Another option is to find casual work while traveling abroad. "There are now a
lot of books and websites with loads of information for people who want to do this," says
Susan. "It's a great way to see the world, gain experience, and get money for living expenses
all at the same time. But don't expect to earn enough to save any money." So, should you take
a gap year? The answer is: it depends. If you want a break from books and essays, then it's
probably a good idea - as long as you, or your parents, can afford it and as long as you're
going to do something worthwhile during your time off. Sitting at home watching TV doesn't
count! If you want to get your degree and start regular employment as quickly as possible, a

gap year may not be so sensible.

The Moon has been worshipped by primitive peoples and has inspired humans to create
everything from lunar calendars to love sonnets, but what do we really know about it? The
most accepted theory about the origin of the Moon is that it was formed of the debris from a
massive collision with the young Barth about 4.6 billion years ago. A huge body, perhaps the
size of Mars, struck the Earth, throwing out an immense amount of debris that coalesced and
cooled in orbit around the Earth

The development of Earth is inextricably linked to the moon; the Moon's gravitational
influence upon the Earth is the primary cause of ocean tides. In fact, the Moon has more than
twice the effect upon the tides than does the Sun. The Moon makes one rotation and
completes a revolution around the Earth every 27 days, 7 hours, and 43 minutes. This
synchronous rotation is caused by an uneven distribution of mass in the Moon (essentially, it
is heavier on one side than the other) and has allowed the Earth’s gravity to keep one side of
the Moon permanently facing Earth. It is an average distance from Earth of 384,403 km.

The Moon has no atmosphere; without an atmosphere, the Moon has nothing to protect it
from meteorite impacts, and thus the surface of the Moon is covered with impact craters, both
large and small. The Moon also has no active tectonic or volcanic activity, so the erosive
effects of atmospheric weathering, tectonic shifts, and volcanic upheavals that tend to erase
and reform the Earth’s surface features are not at work on the Moon. In fact, even tiny surface
features such as the footprint left by an astronaut in the lunar soil are likely to last for millions
of years, unless obliterated by a chance meteorite strike. The surface gravity of the Moon is
about one-sixth that of the Earth’s. Therefore, a man weighing 82 kilograms on Earth would
only weigh 14 kilograms on the Moon.

The geographical features of the Earth most like that of the Moon are, in fact, places such as
the Hawaiian volcanic craters and the huge meteor crater in Arizona. The climate of the Moon
is very unlike either Hawaii or Arizona, however; in fact the temperature on the Moon ranges
between 123 degrees C to —233 degrees C.

In most discussions of cultural diversity, attention has focused on visible, explicit aspects of
culture, such language, dress, food, religion, music, and social rituals. Although they are
important, these visible expressions of culture, which are taught deliberately and learned
consciously, are only the tip of the iceberg or culture. Much of culture is taught and learned
implicitly, or outside awareness. Thus, neither cultural insiders nor cultural outsiders are
aware that certain "invisible" aspects of their culture exist.

Invisible elements of culture are important to us. For example, how long we can be late
before being impolite, what topics we should avoid in a conversation, how we show interest

or attention through listening behavior, what we consider beautiful or ugly. These are all
‘ aspects of culture that we learn and use without being aware of it. When we meet other
people whose invisible cultural assumptions differ from those we have learned implicitly, we
usually do not recognize their behavior as cultural in origin.

Differences in invisible culture can cause problems in cross-cultural relations. Conflicts
may arise when we are unable to recognize others” behavioral differences as cultural rather
than personal. We tend to misinterpret other people's behavior, blame them, or judge their
intentions or competence without realizing that we are experiencing cultural rather than
individual differences.

Formal organizations and institutions, such as schools, hospitals, workplaces,
governments, and the legal system are collection sites for invisible cultural differences. If the
differences were more visible, we might have less misunderstanding. For example, if we met a
man in a courthouse who was wearing exotic clothes, speaking a language other than ours,
and carrying food that looked strange, we would not assume that we understood his thoughts
and feelings or that he understood ours. Yet when such a man is dressed similarly to us,
speaks our language, and does not differ from us in other obvious ways, we may fail to
recognize the invisible cultural differences between us. As a result, mutual misunderstanding
may arise.
