The peaceful
and clean air of the early morning is already full of smoke
emitted from the vehicle and noises made by. the vehicle engines
and by students, boys and girls, clattering their shoes on the
side-walks. Long, colorful dresses .of women fluttering in the
wind make this early morning scene very beautiful to watch.

This noisy and lively scene lasts only for a moment, until 8
o’clock when the last people going to work, to market or school
have reached their destinations, and the food peddiers sell out
their food and begin to carry their empty food containers home
At this time, everything seems to slow down. The streets are
thinner and thinner with people and vehicles and the coffee and
breakfast shops are almost deserted.

HUE, THE COUNTRY’S INTELLECTUAL CENTER

Hue, the capital of Thua Thien Province, is located in the
geagraphic center of Vietnam. Because the mountains are
dramatically close to the sea near Hue, the area has the highest
rainfall of all the cities in Vietnam: 277 cm a year.

The climate is cool and foggy, similar to that of San
Francisco, Moisture damage is evident on the old French and
ancient imperial buildings. Erosiou, moss stains, and rust give
the historic Citadel and the Imperial Palace an otherworldly,
timeless appearance.

With 12 schools of higher learning, Hue is the country’s
|intellectual center. Citizens from other parts of the country
sometimes think of people from Hue as intellectually aloof. The
essence of Hue’s pure aloofness is summarized the well-known
poem: .

NHA TRANG, THE FAMOUS RESORT CITY OF
VIETNAM -

Nhatrang, the capital of Khanh Hoa Provmce is located on
the coast of South China Sea, 50 kilometers north’ of Cam Ranh

i Bay, Dai Lanh beach, called Cape.Varcella during the French
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occupation, lies 83 kilometers north of Nha Trang and is the
eastern-most point of Vietnam mainland.

Nhatrang, in addition to its allure as a site of the ancient
Cham culture, has one of the most beautiful beaches in the
country. -Set against a backdrop of mountains, Nhatrang is
located on a five-kilometer long crescent-shaped beach of fine,
smooth while sand. The beach is sheltered from winds by hills
and the temperature never reaches intolerable levels. The port of
Cau Da is on the southern tip of the city, the northern border is
marked by the River Cai.

The romantic ambience of this area is enhenced by the
delicate perfume of cinnamon that drifts down from moutain
Thien Thai and the incense trees of Van Gia forest. Ornamental
plants and coconut trees add to the charm of local houses and
French-style beach villas. At night, soft lights of fishing boats
bob up and down to the rhythm of the gentle tides. A popular
song, Nhatrang Ngay Ve, reflects this feeling:

DA LAT, THE HONEYMOON CAPITAL OF THE
COUNTRY

More than 1,220 meters above sea level, the highland city of

Dalat basks in a region of magnificent lakes, waterfalls, and a
2,135 meter mountain peak to the north. Once called the
“s er capital”, Dalat has a mild climate year round (16°C)
and is reminiscent of the alpine areas of Europe with its pine
forests rolling hills, and small lakes. The sky in the high plateau
is a8 deep blue. Some of the many lakes in the area are Xuan
Hu ng, Than Tho (Sorrowful Sights). Me Linh, Van Kiep, and
Suoi Vang (Golden Brook).
Dalat was founded around 1920 by French physman
Alexander Yersin, who left cool climate would make an ideal
therapeutic retreat for his European patients who suffered from
the |debilitating effects of the tropical climate, The area was
originally inhabited only by highland ethnic minorities,
lowlander Vietnamese, however, did not enjoy living year-round
in the highlands. They considered the “climate” to be unhealthy
because of uncharted jungle, savage tribes, and dangerous wild
animals.

As the French begin settling these areas, they brought in
Vietnamese as servants, merchants, transporters, and laborers.
The French built homes reminiscent of alpine cottages and
initiated experimental agriculture programs for growing rubber,
coffee, and European vegetables. After 19543, many
Vietnamese Catholics left the North and settled in the Dalat
area, and established more experimental farms. The Vietnamese
population in the area gradually increased.
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In addition to its agricultural importance, the natural beauty
of Dalat soon made it the honeymoon capital of the country.
Even now, newlyweds enjoy walking among the gently rolling
hills and having picnics on the rocks near the falls or beside the
romantic lakes. Strolling or riding horsehack around the lake is

an invigorating experience.

. understood and accepted, many of the problems in language
| learning disappear.
P There are other attitudes which you will have to develop in
¢ order to learn a language successfully. The most important of

I these is that learning a language requires constant practice. Yot
must not think that because you have seen or heard a word o




phares one time, or five times or ten times, that you really know
it and know how to use it. You must be ready to repeat new
lessons again until you can really use them, automatically,
without having to think about them.

Many students have the idea that if they can memorize long
list of vocabulary words they will be learning the language.

of studying a language — we must learn more important things,
'such as pronounciation and grammatical structure. After the
student can use the grammatical structure, he can then begin to
increase his vocabulary. Learning new vocabulary without
knowing the grammatical structure of the language is something
like trying to build a house without using a plan.
Another important thing to remember is that is not
necessary to begin with a lot of reading and writing in the
foreign language. Reading and writing present very special
problems which may complicate learning for the beginning
student.

The most important thing of all in learning a language is to

constantly practicing the language "and using it at every
opportunity, you will learn to speak a language well.

Traveling by car is less tired and more comfortable than
traveling on a Honda or a bicycle. A person escapes the hot sun,
wind and rain in a car. I think the car is more convenient than
the train too, because it allows a person to adjust his rate of
speed and stop whenever he desires. It also allows one to
regulate one’s own time. He can start whenever he wishes and -
doesn’t have to keep to a certain fixed departure time. Then, too,
one can select one’s companions and doesn’t have to sit by or
share seats with strangers. A trip by car is usually less noisy and
smoky, so one arrives cleaner and less tired than he would if he

traveled on a train. I realize that traveling by automobile has
some undesirable points such as mechanical problems, flat tires,
collisions and accidents. In spite of all these, I still prefer a car
to other types of transportation.

I would like, however, to have an opportunity to try some of]
the other kinds of transportation. From what I have read, they
look as if they might be exciting and good for certain kinds of
travel.

Thus money play a
important role in fighting and wining elections. Money| mar
men’s and women’s morals. It is the evil influence in corruptin
peoples. “Sell out” is the new term used for bribery. There ar
people who could do anything for the sake of money. Moneyed
people can by many things which the poor cannot do.

With the power of money individuals as well as states can
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dictate terms. The Middle East countries have found new wealth
because of their oil deposits and they have become a very
powerful group.

This kind of power should not go to one’s head. One should
remember that the money into him was by chance. He must not
use it for evil purposes. But wherever there is evil there is
usually money involved. Other motivating forces for evil action
are jealousy, vengeance, hatred and so on.

Money is normally the fruit of labour. The question is how
one spends that money. Great thinkers have suggested that one
who| has money enough and enough to spare must look upon
himself as the trustee of the money and see to it that it is spent in
a wise and useful way.

“EQUAL PAY FOR EQUAL WORK?,
mscuss THIS PROVERB

It seems quite clearly unjust to pay two peOple different
amounts of money for doing the same work.. But it is not as easy
as it appear at first sight to introduce equal pay for equal work.

First of all, one must be sure that the work is in fact equal.
Two people may be working side by side in a factory and doing
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the same work, but one may be doing it twice as fast as the j
other, or one may be making no mistakes, while other is making .
a lot. In some kinds of work, one can solve the problem of spe¢d
if one pays by the amount of work done and not by the hour:
work paid for in this way is called piece-work. But it is not
always possible to do this so it is. sometimes useful to pay
- workers at different rates, which take differences in skill into
account. This usually means that the younger and therefore less
experienced worker gets less than the older and more
experienced one, which seems reasonable enough.
What does not appear to be so reasonable is when two
equally skilled, equally fast workers receive different rates jof
pay. In some countries, for instance, woman are paid less than
men for the same work.
The employers’ argument in places where this happens|is
that men usually have a wife and children to support and
workers are either unmarried and have no one to support or have
husbands who also work and bring home money, so that|it
would be unjust for them to be paid as much as a man who has a
wife .who does not work because she has several children |at
home to look after,

some women workers who are windows and have children|to
support. Other women workers, though they have no children
may have old or sick parents and young brothers and sisters who
cannot work yet.
The fact is that the problem of paying workers according to
their family needs cannot be solved simply by giving the men
“more and the women less. The answer is to pay both alike and to -
leave it to the state to see that justice is done by means|of
taxation and allowances.

The equality of women with men is a new concept and has
been raging for sometime now. It was an article of faith women
_‘gjre subservient to men and were glad and happy to play their

role at home and to preside over the destiny of the housechold.
ey were happy to bring up a healthy family and see their sons
and daughters well placed in life. They looked after many chores
of the house and it came naturally to them. Quite recently indeed
when women began seeking career, the questions of equality
and the equal wages for the same work as men do, has come up.
Women were looked upon for long as weaker sex and they
were to be protected by men. History has it in abundance ‘to
prove this. In peace and war, and in councils it was men who
had wield power though there had been cases of brave and wise
women who could decide the fate of a country. But it was far
and few between. Now that women have taken to careeing; their
equality has come up and we find women in factories and
offices working along with men. Hence it is only natural that
they demant the same wages.
The case against them is that they are physically weak and
so cannot do the same quantum of work as men. But it has not
been proved in practice. Whenever women are found to be more
efficient and capable they deserve Usiter attention. They do
work neatly and quickly too because by nature women are
fastidious. As a rule whatever they do, they do it better and in a
nicer way. This fact cannot be shrugged off. Another reason
why momen are preferred to men nowadays is they are not

distracted so easily and are not so argumentative as men. At the
worst in bad situations they resort to tears whereas men start
fighting.

If women are paid less, it may be because people feel they
are not as productive as men. It may be because they get tired
easily and cannot work longer hours as men. Another reason is
the mobility in women from one work to another, or from one
place to another. Hence the employer manipulating this
situation, bargains i his advantage. The clamour for equal
wages for equal work has not only caught the 1mag1nat1on of
women but also men and has been gaining momentum. It is only
natural they should ask, for their rights to. be recogmzed without
any insidious distinction between men and women esqecially in
the matter of wages at public level, ie in the government. So
more and more women are seeking careers which were once the
preserve of the men folk. But the distinction of the sexes is
certainly still prevalent for those in private employment. This,
one may hope, is to become a thing of the past. In fact because
of their concentration and nimble fingers in certain industry.
One thing is certain it should be a case of division of labour and
not competitions, so that it would not tell on the social fabne of
the future society. N

That was the’
price they paid for being famous. Others, like Ronald Reagan,
were luckier. They live to tell of their narrow escape frorh the
hands of would-be assassins. Stil they have to live with the
possibility that some other madmen may come along another
day to do their dirty work.

A person becomes famous because he has performed
something extraordinary that caught the attention of the media.
In doing so he is actually trapping himself in his own
achievement, that is, if he fails to achieve what he had done
before he is likely to become the target of criticisms. He will fall
from grace in the eyes of the public. This does nothing good for
his ego. Muhammad Ali the boxer who was so famous at one
time is seen as nothing more of a joke now ever since he lost his
ability to fight. So has so many others like him. Some had even
committed suicide. Fame has a terrible price.

It is better to leave fame alone. Its dlsadvantages far
outweigh its advantages. I would rather be an ordinary person
who can go for a peaceful walk down the road instead of being
surrounded by bodyguards who protect me from ordinary
people.

COMMENT ON: “FAILURE IS THE MOTHER OF
SUCCESS”

Many people get discouraged when they encounter failure.
They lose confidence in their ability to continue with their jobs.
These people don’t take time to realize that often failure helps
them (to) have not more real experience which leads them to
success in future endeavors. To advise these people, we have to
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following saying” “Faﬂure isthe mother of success”.

. When we first. hear this saying, we might think it is illogical
because it is difficult for us to understand how failure can be the
mother of success. But if we analyse it more completely, we
have to admit that the above saying is very meaningful. In fact,
in implementing a project, no matter how well we have prepared
and organized it in advance, we might meet with some
difficulties and may fail for some unforeseen reasons. If we are
patient enough, review and evaluate the project and then do it
again, our chances for success will improve. A Vietnamese
proverb stating that if we fail this time, we should try again the
next time has the same purpose of advising people not to get
dlscouraged and give up easily.

Let’s look back in our history to find example which can
justify the value of the saying : “Failure is the mother of
success”. General Tran Hung Dao, after so many defeats
inflicted by the Mongolian Army had to retreat his troops,
regroup them and plan new strategies. He never gave up in his
attempts to fight the enemy and finally succeeded in driving the
Mogolian' Army away. Le Loi, “the Pacification King”
experienced the same thing. He was defeated so many times by
the Minh Army. Even though he experienced lots of hardships
and ordeals, he overcame his discouragement, stuck to his job
and eventually won a glorious battle for the Vietnamese people
over the Minh Army.

In our studies, we have learned of other similar situations.
Many people have succeeded because of their persistence and
determination to pursue their studies and goals to the end.

Thus the above saying: “Failure is the mother of success”
has proved to be very correct and can serve as a guide for those
who usually get frustrated and want to give up their endeavors.

This proverb means that it is good to be cured when one is
ill, out much better not to be ill at all. We are very glad to see
the doctor when we fall sick if we always take care of our
health, we might never need the doctor at all.

People suffer much from the dreadful disease called cholera
and many die of it every year, for it is very difficult to cure. But
cholera comes largely from the dirty habits of many of the
people. Who do not trouble to bumn or clear away the litter in
their villages. This bad matter is full of cholera germs, and it
often gets into the wells and pools from which the people get
their drinking water. And when they drink this poisoned water
they get cholera. If only they kept their villages clean, they
would never get cholera, and the prevention of cholera is far
‘better than the cure of it.:

Another bad disease is smallpox. Less than a hundred years
ago it was also very common in England, but it is hardly known
there now. Why is this? A great doctor found out a way of
" preventing people from ‘ever getting smallpox, called
vaccination. And when the English people found that this was
really true they passed a law by which everybody must be
vaccinated soon after he is born. The result was that nobody in
England could get smallpox, and the disease died out. In this
case, too, prevention was far better than cure.

This saying can be applied, too, to other things. For
example, it is better to avoid forming a bad habit than to cure
one after it has been formed. How much better never to touch
strong drink than to form the habit of taking it and become a
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drunkard, and when one’s health is injured and much harr
done, then break it off and become sober again! In the same

IS TAXATION NECESSARY IN A COUNTRY?
DISCUSS

veryone knows that taxation is necessary in a modern
state. Without it, it would not be possible to pay the soldiers and
politicemen who protect us, nor the workers in government
offices who look after our health, our food, our water, and all the
other things that we cannot do for ourselves, nor also the
ministers and members of parliament who govern the country
for us. By means of taxation, we pay for things that we need just
as muth as we need somewhere to live and something to eat.
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But though everyone knows that taxation.is necessary,
different people have different ideas how taxation should be
arranged. Should each person have to pay a certain amount of
money to the government each year? Or should there be a tax on
goods that people buy and sell? If the first kind of taxation is
used, should everyone pay the same tax, whether he is rich or
poor? If the second kind of tax is preferred should everythmg
be taxed equally?

- In most countries, a direct tax“on persons Wthh is called
income tax. | : i

It is arranged in such a way that the poorest people pay
nothing, and the percentage of. tax grows greater as the
taxpayer’s income grows. In England, for example, the tax on
the richest people goes up as high as mnety-ﬁve per cent.

But countries with direct taxation nearly always have
indirect taxation too. Many things imported into the country
have to pay taxes or “duties™. Of course, it is men and women
who buy these imported things in the shops who really have to
pay the duties, in the form of hlgher prices. In some countries,
too, there is a tax on things sold’in the shops. If the most
necessary things are taxed, a lot of money is collected but the
poor people suffer most. If unnecessary things like jewels and
fur coats are taxed, less money is obtamed, but the tax is fairer,
as the rich pay it.

Probably this last kind of 1nd1rect tax, together with a direct
tax on incomes which is low for the poor and high for the rich,

is the best arrangement.

Surely with all these advantages, and many, many more that
ot even be mentioned, our life today must be incomparably
better in every way than that of our poor forefathers. No doubt,
in comfort, convenience, interest, vanety, general health and
well:being, we are superior.

It must  °
be said to the credit of Japan that her people’s indefatigable
induistry in her boom.

DISCUSS ABOUT HOW TO AVOID WASTE OF
ENERGY

With the fast growth of civilization there is also’ an ever
mounting need for energy. Energy may be in the form of fuels or
electricity. The world appears to have reactivated energy to a
liquid fuel like petrol. This is likely to be exhausted in the
course of a few years at the rate man using it. Electricity
depends on oil or water resources and when oil goes, water
resources cannot keep up with the demand. Everybody is caught
up with the problem of conservation of energy.

To meet the challenge various methods have been
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suggested. One is to suppress the demand. Rationing has to be
brought in by means of legislation so that ron-ess¢ntial
consumption may be brought to the minimum. In fact this is
being done when the power supply becomes chronically short.
There can be a power cut. During certain hours of the day the
power supply can shut down, thus power is saved or conserved
for better use. Energy conservation is possible through
modernization of plant and equipment. In fact where ob&ole‘[c

equipment is in use it can be replaced by a modern, energy
sdving ones. Energy can be saved at domestic level by better
house keeping. Modemn gadgets consuming energy should be
used only when they are absolutely necessary. Luxury items like
the television, radio and record player can be used sparingly.
Wasteful usage of light can be avoided. Meaningless
illumination must be given up. In industries through adopting
quality control measures, energy can be saved. It is also possible
be reorganizing an streamlining systems through structural
changes as in modernizing equipment. For example by adopting
a better design in electrical motors, efficiency can be improved.
Energy can be saved on transport by the following methods.
People should commute by the rail rather than by cars and vans.|
Animal drawn vehicles may be encourage for very short
distances. This is being done in countries where there is a
village economy and animals like bullocks are not scarce.| The
transport must be improved with a view to spare the energy.
Cities must be planned in such a way that the commuting
distance is minimised.
" In industry min things could be done reduce waste of energy

or to economise energy. The maintenance may be tightened;
waste heat must be utllised properly. If systems are streamlined,
economy in fuel could obtained. Instead of using materials
requiring higher energy, those which require lower energy can
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be used. By effecting minor changes in the existing plants,
economy in energy could be achieved.

Energy question is a major global problem and is drawing
the attention of all. But we can hope man with his ever rising
urge for existence will cope up with this major and the urgent
problem and find alternatives. |

Many people now think that teachers give pup1ls too much
homework. They say that it is unnecessary for children to work
at home in their free time. Moreover,. they argue that most
teachers do not properly plaﬂ' the homewok fasks they give to
pupils. The result is that pupils have to repeat tasks whlch they
have already done at school.

Recently many parents complained about the difficult
homework which teachers gave to their children. The parents
said that most of the homework was a waste of time, and they
wanted to stop it. Spain and Turkey are two countries which
stopped homework recently. In Deénmark, West Gefmany and
several other countries in Europe, teachers cannot set homework
at weekends. In Holand, teachers allow pupils to stay at school
to do their homework. The children are free to help one another.
Similar arrangements also exist in some British schools. .

Most people agree that homework is unfair. A pupll
who can do his homework in.a quiet and comfortable
room is in a much better pos1t10n than a pupil who does -
his homework in a small, noisy room with the television
on. Some  parents help the1r ch:ldren W1th thelr
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homework Other parents take no interest at all in the1r
children’s homework.

It is important, however, that teachers talk to parents
about homework. A teacher suggest suitable tasks for.
parents to do with their children. Parents are often better

at teaching their own children.

Because he pays for the tution, he looks down upon the
poor teacher who is likely to lose his dignity.

But one fact that stands foremost is that tuitions cannot be
through learning and at best there can only be nibblings of the
learning process as the student has:recourse for likely questions
that may come in the examination through the tuition teacher.

In order to avoid the evils of private tuition, education
institutions themselves may arrange tutorial classes. If-the
regular teachers cannot attend to the tutorials special tutors may
be appointed to attend to very small groups: of needy students.
Such centacts may help: build confidence in the student such
tutorial classes may be complementary - as. well as
supplementary. The tutorial system when properly organized
will go a long way to improve the efficiency of the student.
